Definition

The practica in the Department of Communicating Arts have one of two forms; either the student proposes a           

project  which he/she feels equipped to handle and carry through to a successful conclusion, or the student agrees to participate in an already on-going process underway within the program, in essence contributing his/her expertise to the solution of a problem which is of importance to both the student and to the Program area.

The primary thrust of a practicum is a process leading to a product.  While the learning of methodologies and skills is of great importance, as it is in the independent study courses, the final determination of the success the student has achieved is based almost entirely on the product produced.

The Department of Communicating Arts at UW-Superior has established a formula of 45 hours of work per credit as the minimum.  The meeting of a requirement provides the student no guarantee of acceptance of the project for any given grade.  Having completed his/her work and presentation of the product, it will be evaluated anywhere between an A and an F.

Where a graduate or undergraduate Communicating Arts project carries with it the responsibility to provide the Department with a copy for archives, the student shall provide that copy at the student’s expense.
