2) Call the company to establish initial contact and to schedule the orientation.

3) Arrive on time for the orientation and participate fully to get the most out of your experience. 

4) Ask questions about the company, job opportunities, and how the business is run/organized. 

5) Send a thank-you note to your orientation company.

6) Provide your instructor with a 2-4  page, typed, double-spaced, written summary regarding the learning that took place as a result of your orientation (may also be made available to the company).
