The Building Linkages Initiative for Transportation, Distribution and Logistics is developing and pilot-testing a career cluster framework for the transportation, distribution and logistics sector. This is being accomplished by a public-private partner- ship of federal, state, and local government agencies, the academic and educational community, associations, labor, businesses and individuals who share a deep interest in improving the skills and abilities of students who may be pursuing a career in one of the areas listed. This effort is sponsored by the U. S. Department of Education.

The framework will identify a broad field of study as well as career information, technical assistance materials, and curriculum and assessment resources for implementation in pilot sites including UW- Superior, Wisconsin Indianhead Technical College and Superior Senior High School. The partnership is helping    to    implement      the School-To-Work Opportunities Act of 1994, which made federal funding including a $15,000 grant to Superior Senior to prepare students for the high wage, high skill careers of the global economy of today and tomorrow.

Transportation, distribution and logistics is a large and growing sector of the United States economy. It employs over ten million people and represents over eleven percent of the gross national product. It provides growing career opportunities for people in:

• Transportation infrastructure planning, development and management

• Logistics planning and management
