	Robert D. Krey Research Award
To provide financial support for two annual education student awards: (1) The Robert D. Krey Research Award for an outstanding Ed. S. research thesis in Educational Administration, and/or (2) The Robert D. Krey Research Award for a scholarly work by an Educational Administration graduate student.  Students competing for the award must submit their scholarly writing or research thesis to a faculty committee for 
selection.  The committee, to be headed by the faculty member mainly responsible for teaching the Research class or classes for Educational Administration if possible, will determine the award recipients. If only one, or no award is given in any year, the unused funds will remain in this established Foundation account to be added to the principal.

In the event that the Educational Administration program no longer exists on the UW-Superior campus, or if no award is given for five consecutive years, the The Robert D. Krey Research Award will provide financial support for two similar awards for scholarly writing and/or research for Teacher Education graduate students.  The same process for applying for the awards, selecting recipients, and distributing funds would then apply to the Teacher Education Department faculty.  In succession, if not used for any consecutive five year period, the award would pass to the Counselor Education program and, then, to any appropriate graduate program on the UW-Superior campus
