Check In, Thanks, Congratulations:

Ted Cox was congratulated on his promotion to rank of Associate Professor.
Announcements:
· Grad consultant came in Spring of 2007 and made recommendations on 13 items (list provided).  Graduate programs are to prioritize top 5 of 13 items listed, as well as indicating the 2 least important.

· With student retention now in focus, the FTA extended an invitation to 93 freshmen and sophomores to participate in their group. The TED faculty recommended that a letter be sent to any “no-show” students following the upcoming the advisement periods to ascertain the reason for their absence.

· Wendy reported that most of the Assessment Charts were being received from the secondary content area coordinators and expected all to be provided by the October 1st deadline or shortly thereafter.  Approval of programs is expected from DPI by November 1st.
· Rhoda, Faith Hensrud and Pete Nordgen are to meet on Monday, October 1 to prepare a revised draft of a Distance Learning Agreement, to be presented at the next TED meeting.
· Discussion of merger of TED with Library Science was put on hold.

Discussion Items:

· An additional early childhood/special education (ECE/ECSE) certification request is to be presented to DPI, along with the requested assessment matrices for all current licensure programs.  It was noted by Jim Geidner that no additional coursework is required as all is currently in place, but some re-wording may be needed for catalog copy.  The request will be submitted to the TED Committee for approval. This action was motioned by J. Geidner and seconded by C. Schrenker, with unanimous approval.
· Rhoda requested that each TED faculty member review the list of TED courses that they instruct …including what is taught, why it is taught, and when … to check that the content is still relevant and applicable.  This will aid in changes needed for upcoming catalog updates.

· The Teacher Education Advisory Council (TEAC) will meeting with the Professional Educators Advisory Council on Thursday October 4th in McCaskill 115 at 4:30.  Faculty are encouraged to invite any interested local educators.  The assessment of written standards of Spring 2008 student teachers will be held in the COPE Center immediately following the TEAC meeting.
· The portfolio review/”Folder Soiree” will be held at noon on Tuesday Oct 9 in McCaskill 110E
· Library orders for books and media ($10,000 value) should be provided to Rhoda by mid November (due November 30 to Library).
· Faculty should be working on DPI requirements/Gen Ed requirements/TED requirements for upcoming catalog revisions for the 2008-2010 edition.  Updates and revisions to the catalog should be presented to Emily by October 24th.
