Approval of September 18, 2008 Meeting Minutes 

P. Marciniec motioned as submitted; W. Kropid seconded; no further discussion; unanimous approval

Revisions to Admissions “Fact Sheet” for Elementary Education 

Faculty accepted the revisions as presented at previous meeting.  Emily is to input revisions and send to Admissions Office, along with names and contact information for several former TED students provided by faculty.

Misinformation in Catalog

Cecilia Schrenker instructed faculty not to use the TED program and course information in the current 2008-10 UW-Superior Catalog for advisement purposes due to misinformation regarding course prerequisites.  Use the TED handbook instead.  Until faculty as a department decide otherwise, enrollment for all TED courses requires admission to the TED Programs, except for TED 200 (which has its own set of prerequisites), TED 352 and TED 483.  Overrides should only be approved for the purpose of increasing class size.  

Professional Development Plans with Superior School District

P. Marciniec provided a handout outlining the process for PDPs in a partnership between the UW-Superior Teacher Education Department and the Superior School District, developed by MaryAnne Korsch and herself.  M. Korsch had produced a list of 20-25 teachers from her school district who will be developing PDPs.  P. Marciniec requested that faculty agree to review 2 each during the period 10/20-11/14/2008, though as an IHE representative you may accept or reject any request.  Upon acceptance of a request, you will review the PDP and then accept or reject it.  It is up to each IHE rep to accept or reject additional requests, once 2 have been completed.  Compensation for additional PDP reviews beyond the first 2 is at the discretion of the IHE rep, with consent of the teacher.  This process will supercede previous PDP policy of the Teacher Education as noted in the TED Faculty Handbook.  W. Kropid motioned for approval of the new partnership and policy, J. Geidner seconded; and faculty unanimously approved. 

TED departmental goals for the 2008-2009 year

Cecilia distributed a handout summarizing the goals chosen for the current year during the September 18 meeting, and requested that faculty review them in preparation for the October 2nd meeting.

Review of Liberal Ed/Gen Ed Requirements in TED Student Handbook

· Recommended updates to pages 10-13 of the TED Student Handbook by Cecilia were reviewed;

· Faculty voted 7 yeh to 1 nay (2 abstaining) in favor of keeping the US National, State and Local Government requirement for TED as POLS 230 or POLS 150 and 330.  
· Following a discussion of whether to make any changes in the TED requirements in the Natural and Physical Sciences area, faculty agreed to consider items discussed and to vote on October 2nd.
· On October 2 faculty will discuss any recommendations for changes to the Elementary Education major requirements as listed in the handbook pages 13-14.
