Approval of minutes of the January 29, 2009, Teacher Education Meeting:  J. Christensen motioned approval; J. Geidner seconded;  unanimously approved as submitted.
Political Science 230
Cecilia Schrenker spoke with Gloria Toivola regarding POLI 230 requirement.  No decision on changes to date.
WITC ECE Articulation
On February 12th C. Schrenker, S. Bailey, J. Geidner and P. Marciniec will be meeting with Laura Wassenaar & Lisa Brown of WITC regarding proceeding with an articulation agreement relating to the Early Childhood program.
Review of students not in TED Program taking TED courses 
C. Schrenker reviewed listing prepared by Donya of students not in TED Program that are enrolled in TED courses other than those allowed (TED 200, TED 352, TED 353, TED 486, TED 406 and TED 483).  She noted that all students not in program must be carefully monitored in TED program courses to ensure that all prerequisite coursework and/or PPSTs have been completed and that criminal background checks and tb testing documentation has been submitted in order for them to participate in Early Field Experiences.
Dorm HIVE experience invitation
Scheduled dates provided by Vicki Hajewski to Cecilia Schrenker were provided:  Monday February 9; Thursday, February 19; Monday March 30; Tuesday March 31; and Thursday April 2, for evening visits in the dorms to chat and make connections with students. 
Sharing Field Experience Materials
Several faculty provided letters developed to inform cooperating teachers and schools about their course early field experiences and to obtain permissions when not otherwise provided.  Other faculty had provided similar letters at the prior meeting.

Music 383
Cecilia reported that Beth Gilbert intends to reinstate the  requirement for Music 383 students to be admitted to the TED Program effective with this spring’s advisement.  The music department will be running two sections of TED 170.

TED Personnel Rules Approved
Cecilia reported that no comments or questions had been received regarding the department’s criteria for tenure, promotion and salary adjustments.  As such, the faculty unanimously accepted them as satisfactory as presented.  Emily will ensure that notification is sent to Terri Kronzer.
Health Minor 
· Cecilia Schrenker opened a discussion prompted by the certification application of a student with an English major and a non-teaching minor in health education.  This does not adhere to UW-Superior’s Teacher Education policies that secondary students must have a teaching major and minor.  According to the DPI rules, health education is not a viable teaching minor for any major other than Physical Education (K-12).  It is also acceptable as a minor for students with an Elementary Education major.
· W. Kropid motioned and J. Christensen seconded that the student be allowed to graduate with the English major and no teaching minor because the situation was allowed to progress due to inappropriate advising.  Eight faculty in attendance approved the motion, while one abstained. 
· W. Kropid will send a letter to all secondary educator program coordinators to alert them of the requirements for a licensable/teachable minor.
· It was also recommended that the upcoming 2010-2012 catalog include information in the Health Minor section that clarifies the situations where it is and is not a licensable/teachable minor.
Upcoming TED 5-Year Reviews and Reviews for Retention/Salary Adjustments
Faculty were reminded that the meeting for faculty reviews is scheduled for Tuesday, February 10th. Post-tenure 5-year reviews will be held for C. Schrenker and W. Kropid;  1 year retention review will be held for C. Pulkinen;  salary adjustment reviews will be held for all faculty except S. Bailey and R. Ardren (whose reviews were held in November 2008).
