Approval of minutes of March 5, 2009 meeting were previously approved via email as amended 3/9/2009.
Graduate Council Approval Process
Terry Kronzer addressed the TED faculty to explain and discuss the updated process for approval of graduate level classes, many of which are offered through Continuing Education.  Following are guidelines that will be enforced from here on:
1. Course Approval:
1. All graduate level class approvals (numbered 500 and above) must come forward for approval through the sponsoring department.
1. Classes offered at the 500 level must be graduate level quality, and will not be approved by Graduate Council if not that quality.
1. Limited faculty status must be renewed on an annual basis.  Sandra Wallgren in the Graduate Studies Office is maintaining a list of Limited Term Faculty.
In fall 2009 Graduate Council will set the policy.  Teacher Education will have a review of the courses and discussion, including the affect the policy will have on MSE-Instruction courses.  
It was noted during the discussion that historically the TED 581 workshops and seminars were limited to 1 credit and were designated for Continuing Education, but not at the Master’s level.  With the new approval process as noted above, the TED 581 level of quality must be at Master’s level to be approved.
Announcements
1. Advisement:  A handout summarizing Teacher Education advisee numbers was distributed.  It was noted that the numbers are continually changing but are generally accurate.  Distance Students will be picked up by TED faculty as they prepare to enter the program, and campus freshmen and transfer students will be picked up by TED faculty before next fall.
1. Faculty Workloads:  The Provost is continuing to require that workloads for faculty be limited to 12 credits.
1. Scholarships:  Cecilia thanked Susan Bailey, Jim Geidner and Jennifer Christensen for their work on the TED Scholarship Committee to award scholarships to the most deserving TED students.
1. Global Awareness:  Cecilia thanked Rhoda Robinson for coordinating the well-attended presentation about Africa to campus students on Wednesday, March 25th.  Cecilia volunteered to organize the next Global Awareness event for fall 2009, and will expect other faculty to continue to volunteer in successive semesters.
1. Rotating Finals:  The TED faculty were asked if they would approve research on a new rotating schedule for offering Final Exams.  The faculty unanimously approved the research.
1. April 10 Supplies & Travel Deadline:  Faculty were notified that they will need to contact Emily Levings by April 10th to request funding for any purchases/supplies or for travel reimbursements (other than Supervisor Travel) for the current fiscal year (FY9) which ends June 30th.
TED Course Approval Requests 
Peggy Marciniec presented the following Teacher Education courses requiring departmental approval:
1. TED 381/581 courses by the School District of Superior to be offered through Continuing Education.  Most courses in the schedule were repeat courses, and new courses are to be instructed by Barb Pezze, Mary Anne Korsch, or Kathy Henders in summer 2009, fall 2009 and spring 2010 and are all offered for one credit.  The new course for all three semesters is “Scaffolding Instruction to Increase Student Achievement.”  New for fall 2009  is “Implementing a New Math Resource,” and new for spring 2010 is “Using ActivBoards as an Instructional Tool II.”
	Cecilia Schrenker motioned approval of the School District of Superior offerings, Jennifer Christensen seconded, and the faculty unanimously approved them.
1. TED 381/581 course “Making Mentoring Matter” to be offered through Continuing Education by Barb O’Brien on July 14 and 15, 2009, at the District Office of the School District of Ashland.  
This workshop is to be approved only for this one offering and on a pass/fail basis.  Cecilia Schrenker motioned approval, Jennifer Christensen seconded, and the faculty unanimously approved the course.
1. TED 681 course “Autism Camp” with instructor Caleb Knight is to be offered for 2 credits from August 16 (9am) until August 19 (5pm).  It will be coordinated by Rhoda Robinson, with the understanding (confirmed by Jan Hanson) that the Birch Trail Camp will assume full liability for students and campers.  Cecilia Schrenker motioned approval, seconded by Jennifer Christensen.  Discussion followed, including information that the course will be offered on a non-graded, pass/fail basis and that credits will count but not affect students’ GPAs.  Faculty unanimously approved the motion to approve the course.
Teacher Education Principles for Distance Learning
A revised copy of the list of principles was distributed, including an additional item by Wendy Kropid.  Faculty were requested to include the updated list in every Teacher Education Distance Learning course.  It will be forwarded to students in Dr. Schrenkers April Distance Learning Newsletter (#2).  Emily will forward the revised list of principles to faculty electronically.
Improve Graduate Program Structure  (TED Department Goal III Report):
Peggy Marciniec, Jennifer Christensen and Rhoda Robinson distributed a report on the action of determining the impact of the organizational structure of the graduate education programs on Teacher Education (TED Goal from Jan 2008 retreat).  The information will be reviewed after June 2009 when recommendations from Graduate Council have been finalized.  Recommendations for Teacher Education will be provided for Fall 2009, with a major goal to provide recognition of graduate programs.
Graduate Status for Cathy Pulkinen
Wendy Kropid motioned, Peggy Marciniec seconded, to recommend Dr. Cathy Pulkinen for Full Graduate Faculty Status.  TED faculty unanimously approved the motion. 

Student Accommodation for Summer HHP Course
The faculty agreed unanimously to support a student’s request that she be allowed to take TED 270 online this summer because she was told that the HHP course also needed is not offered during the May semester as in previous years, which causes childcare issues. The student’s graduation date would be affected if she could not complete the HHP and TED 270 this fall.  The faculty agreed that the student could register for the fall TED 270 class, but complete the work online over the summer with Jennifer Christensen and be provided with a grade for the coursework in the fall;  the student would register for and complete the HHP coursework in the fall.
