Approval of  March 4, 2008 Meeting Minutes Schrenker motioned; Cox seconded; unanimous approval 
Announcements:

Summer session classes will be evaluated for enrollment – if they do not appear viable by May 9, they will be cancelled.
Discussion Items:

Load for Distance Learning classes (with Faith Hensrud, Peter Nordgren and Cathy Pulkinen attending)
Faith and Peter were invited to discuss TED distance learning teaching for the next academic year, including faculty credit loads that would be issued for TED Distance Learning classes and the relationship that enrollment numbers would play in that determination.
· Item #4 from the last TED department meeting had been tabled awaiting further clarification, which was provided by Faith Hensrud during discussions at the current March 13th meeting.

· Wendy K. motioned to untable the item #4 issue, seconded by Jennifer C., with unanimous approval, with the issue being:  TED courses offered through the Distance Learning format are to be counted as the same credit load as on-campus courses and using the on-campus enrollment cap, with agreement from Faith Hensrud to cover the cost of DL faculty load on this basis for one academic year.  Any overloads are to be discussed with the department chair and Faith Hensrud and are to be paid using the standard senior lecturer rate.  The feasibility of this agreement continuing beyond the coming academic year 2008-2009 will be revisited in one year (March 2009). Faculty present voted with eight in favor of the motion, with one nay therefore, the motion was approved.  
· Item #8 from the last TED department meeting had been tabled awaiting further clarification, which was provided by Ron Harshman and Cathy Pulkinen during discussions at the current March 13th meeting.

· Kropid motioned to untable the item #8 issue, seconded by Christensen, with unanimous approval, with the issue being:  The number of fully active students in the Distance Learning delivery system for the Elementary Education major (after taking TED 200 and admitted to the TED Program and taking TED coursework) shall not exceed 70, excluding student teachers, as counted in the fall of the academic year, with this policy to be revisited in one year.   Faculty voted unanimously in favor of this motion.
Change from DARS system to SAM system (with Barb Erickson and Dee Clark attending).
Barb and Dee reviewed with faculty the differences between the old and new student  progress reporting documents and some of the history relating to the changeover.  The DARS (Degree Audit Report System) was patched into the PeopleSoft data system when the campus switched from Legacy to PeopleSoft in 2000.  With upgrades in PeopleSoft, the student progress data is no longer manageable in DARS;  the new SAM (Student Advisement Module) system is compatible with PeopleSoft.
· The “SAM” degree progress report has been installed for all transactions from 2004 and forward.
· “EN” – enrolled;  “TR” – transferred

· The “SAM” system will go live on March 18 and the DARS report will no longer be viewable on-line.

Faculty were encouraged to obtain the current DARS progress report from several students and compare them to the SAM progress reports for the same students (available from Dee Clark).  Any discrepancies should be noted on the documents and sent to Barb Erickson so that the SAM program can be adjusted.

Revisit Gen Ed Offerings for Elementary Education Major

Rhoda R. proposed that the TED department review the General Education Requirements for Elementary Education majors (as listed on page 69 of the 2008-2010 Catalog) in comparison to the UW-Superior General Education Requirements (as listed on page 39 of the same catalog), and in comparison as well to the PI-34 requirements.  This exercise was begun in Fall 2007 but not completed.  Faculty are to make recommendations for any changes so that the Gen Ed coursework listed for the Elementary Education majors meets DPI requirements and provides the content the faculty deem essential for quality teacher education.  The following faculty accepted assignment to review the general education areas as follow:
History – Cecilia Schrenker;  Literature – Peggy Marciniec;  World Language/Culture/Philosophy – Wendy Kropid;  Social Sciences – Jennifer Christensen;  Natural and Physical Sciences – Ted Cox;  Fine and Applied Arts – Rhoda Robinson.  Recommendations should be provided by April 4th to all department members via email.  Decisions will be made at the regularly scheduled Department Meeting on April 10th 2008.
Summaries of the Fall 2008 and Spring 2009 class schedules were distributed and faculty indicated where instructor changes and class times needed correction.
