Approval of April 24, 2008 Meeting Minutes as amended May 15, 2008 (J.Christensen motioned; W. Kropid seconded; unanimous approval).

Announcements:

· Advisement of campus and Distance Learning elementary education majors

· Rhoda Robinson met with representatives of the Registrar’s Office and the Advisement Office to discuss and plan for advisement of campus and Distance Learning students effective Fall 2008.  Teacher Education Department faculty will advise Elementary Education majors in both the campus and Distance Learning delivery formats, but only from the point that they are enrolled in TED 200 or admitted to the Teacher Education Program.  Prior to that point, Elementary Education majors will be advised by representatives of the Advisement Office or the Distance Learning Office.

· Rhoda distributed to TED faculty a one page draft of a 4.5 year (9 semester) advisement plan for completion of the Elementary Education major – to be used by advisement and distance learning advisors.  TED faculty will provide additional input by mid-June to Rhoda so that she can finalize the plan for distribution to advisors.
· Changes in advisement of coursework for elementary education majors include:  

· Math 102 will no longer be the only prerequisite option for TED 200;  it will be included among several other General Education math options;

· To fulfill the science General Ed requirements, students will have a choice of any two 4-credit labs from different concentrations;  BIOL 100 (2 credits) will continue to be required as the lecture requirement in order to fulfill the DPI environmental requirement.
· A proposal is in progress by the Music Department to have MUSI 170 included as meeting the aesthetic experience for General Education
· Effective Fall 2008 prerequisite coursework and PPST scores will be built into the registration process for TED 200, requiring receipt of passing PPST scores before students will be able to enroll, as well as completed or in-progress coursework of prerequisite coursework.  The TED Program Associate will continue to manually monitor PPST scores through Spring 2009, and the TED 200 instructor will verify adequate grades in prerequisite coursework at the beginning of the TED 200 course.
· DPI Approval of Teacher Education Programs

Rhoda listed several items that require further submissions for approval including identifying education advisory council members, additional science and biology content program details, and status of the Spring 08 follow-up survey of program graduates.  Rhoda reported that the TED survey of 1-year and 3-year graduates of the undergraduate program was conducted via an on-line survey (April 08) followed by a letter request (May 08) to those who did not respond.  Survey responses will be summarized this summer.
Discussion Items:

· Autism Camp Workshop (August 11-14 at Birchtrail Camp, instructor Caleb Knight)
Following discussion, C. Schrenker motioned and T. Cox seconded, to approve the workshop for 2 credits, contingent on resolution of legal ramifications and amending syllabus to include rubric/criteria for grading;  TED faculty unanimously approved the motion.  Offered through Continuing Education, in the past it has been provided as a 1 credit seminar.  The workshop planned for Summer 08 is to include a 1 day seminar followed by 3 full days (72 hours) of supervision of autistic children at Birchtrail Camp in Minong, WI.
· ECE and SpEd minor classes open to non-TED Students

Jennifer Christensen will provide a proposal to TED faculty in Fall 2008 based on further research of the purpose and details of making such changes.  TED faculty offered some input, including differentiating opening up individual courses from opening up an entire minor, as well as the option of developing “individualized” minors depending upon quantity of students considered.
· Fall 2008 Schedule – Faculty Workload

Rhoda Robinson distributed a tentative workload summary for the TED department, including campus and DL courses.  Continuing Education coursework was not included since it is paid on an overload basis.  Correction was made to TED 352 and TED 355 credits, and faculty requested to keep low enrollment courses (253DL, 331DL, 465DL and 750) in the schedule over the summer.  The course load will be revisited in August to determine any courses to be cancelled for Fall 2008.  The hiring of another faculty member, currently in the search process, will also influence changes in the workload and course schedule.
· Distance Learning Advising

Ron Harshman offered advise to TED faculty regarding advisement of Distance Learning students.  One item that hinders advisement is the proliferation of courses that are transferred in as “189/289” electives.  He distributed an advisement manual to TED faculty for Distance Learning students, as well as a UW-Colleges 2007-09 catalog, and will try to obtain several copies of the Nicolet College catalog.
