In this era of information overload, learning how to process visual resources quickly, critically, and effectively is essential. Many academic disciplines, along with their associated professions, are using more visual resources to inform, persuade, and make decisions. Including visual resources in a course can facilitate data analysis, enhance student learning, improve recall, and increase motivation. 


Beyond still and moving images, information is increasingly represented in multimodal forms—combinations of: text and image; text, moving image, and sound; and new forms involving interactivity. Information in visual or multimodal forms includes:


charts and graphs


maps and diagrams


photos 


graphic syllabi


videos and animations

Visual Resources include…


Charts, Graphics, and Illustrations


Charts, graphics, and illustrations are coming under increased criticism that calls for the end of dumbed-down, misleading graphics in favor of charts and images with multiple dimensions and multiple layers of meaning.


Photos


Increased awareness of “Photoshopping” has brought with it increased questioning of the idea that the photo provides documentary truth. Visual anthropologists and others offer methods for “reading” photos and analyzing the meaning-making processes involved in their production and viewing.


Videos and Animations


Videos for learning are no longer limited to full-length documentaries. Shorter videos and animations are now available online that more specifically target learners and help steer students away from the passive, “entertain me” mode of video consumption.


Graphic Syllabi


How many unfamiliar terms are in your syllabus? Is its organization clear to students who’ve never taken a course from you? Help students understand it with a supplemental graphic syllabus.
