o Council members discussed adding a description of the Special graduate status at
the beginning of the section: “This status is for students who wish to explore
graduate courses. Special graduate students have been admitted to graduate
studies but not to a graduate program. If you decide, you may transfer credits...”

o K. Berry suggested changing maximum of 10 credits to be applied to degree
program to 12 credits.

e Council members discussed maximum amount of transfer credits.
