The WIS program fee includes tuition, shared room at Dalkeith House, 15 meals per week while school is in session,  ground transportation between the airport and Dalkeith House, a bus pass for a portion of the semester, CISI insurance, and official field trips.   Please note that a $150 nonrefundable deposit is included in the WIS program fee and is due upon acceptance into the program.

Note that round-trip airfare is not included in the WIS program fee.  We recommend that you budget approximately $900-$1100 for airfare from Minneapolis to Scotland.
