New Business
Pete Nordgren – Distance Learning

· Distance Learning student body makes up 15% of students enrolled in the university.  Been around for 32-33 years.  Created to serve a non-traditional student body. 
· Has grown over the years, and has added majors. Started built around the individually designed major, 140 students this year are enrolled in individually designed.  Added Elementary Education, 170 students. Communicating Arts added 4 years ago, 65 students.  Sustainable Management, the most recently added last year, collaborations with all UW-system schools, 25 students enrolled.
· Distance Learning is part of our constituents.  Encouraged to have them participate in the Student Governance process. 
· Enrollment success rate, completion rate of courses 70% successfully.  Retention isn’t as good, because up until 5 years ago, they did not work on a semester basis.  Was on any 2 week period, plan.  6 year is the standard retention for the University.  
· It is Board of Regent policy for the Distance Learning Tuition.  Tuition will be on a plateau, unless the Chancellor decides to change that rule. The rational for the policy is that the students are receiving an additional service, and pricing on cost recovery was the intent.  Interim Chancellor Markwood is aware of this issue.  The extra money gained by Distance Learning credit tuition goes into the general tuition target, and comes back as the budget. 
· Costs 1,000,000$ to run the Distance Learning center per – year. 
· The petition process is hopefully going to go down to the signature of the advisor, working to reduce the approval process to fewer signatures.  

Todd Nordgren- Parli-Pro/Voting

· United Council is: A non-partisan non-profit that advocates for Student Rights.  8 full time lobbyist in the State Legislature.  Work with Student Governments and Student Organizations.  Holds conventions that include workshops and trainings in diversity issues, student government, parli-pro, finding work, networking, including ones broken up by caucus. 
· Parli-Pro: Walking Through Parliamentary Procedure. Gave a hand-out with pictures and easy-to-understand walkthrough of Parliamentary Procedure.  Also handed out a paper that has a Table of Rules Relating to Motions. 
· Will go more in-depth with Speaker Zeman on Parliamentary Procedure. 
· United Council is also working on a Voting Campaign.  Every two years consisting of Registration, Education, and Get out the Vote.  Educating students on voting rights, issues, and candidates. Must be non-partisan to keep tax-exempt status.  Information at UnitedCouncil.net.  A big part of this is the process after the vote.  Once the new Governor is elected, he will take office in January and immediately submit an entire budget for the State of Wisconsin to the Joint Finance Committee, at the end of January.  Takes 3-4 months to consider, amend, and vote.  In June, the Governor then has a lot of control over changing the budget. Can cross out complete lines of the budget.  \
