Differential Tuition

· Had previously asked senators to ask students about differential tuition.

Senator Dean

· First response gotten was “Didn’t we take care of this last year?”and “Again?”
· Overall reaction is surprise, and confusion
· Still in the process of getting feedback

Senator Lindberg
· Also talked to staff
· Last year people didn’t understand what they were voting for.  Many complain about things that would have been resolved in the vote last year
· People love the fact that it is a low cost to go here

Senator Borra
· Low cost is the main appeal of the low cost, and we could lose incoming freshman due to increases
· They understood the increase but hope that it is as minimal as possible

Senator Garfield
· Also talked to students and faculty
· There isn’t a huge amount of interest in increasing fees, but moderate differentials towards technology
· More likely for things to get passed if it is a more modest proposal
· A large differential would not be in the best interest

Senator Stensland
· Approached it as what we pay, and what’s possible
· Found that there is concerns about computers in the new academic building
· There tends to be a misunderstanding from the technology fee committee and the differential tuition fee
· Talked with the constitutes about the benefits of differential tuition from current benefits from current differential tuition that is already in effect
· In the choice between voting in a referendum and having their Senator vote was divided in the Graduate Studies field
· Graduate students pay for each class individually.  Financial aid doesn’t always catch up to the proposals
· They want to see more money coming back to them

SUFAC Director Dhital
· Mostly a “no” reaction
· Talked with science people due to the renovation of Barstow, and the reaction was “There is so much equipment that is not being used.”
· “The new faculty isn’t so good, and that the administration doesn’t want to hire new faculty.”
· Many people aren’t happy that windows 7 is being installed, and it isn’t effective without new computers. Technology might be somewhere we might want to look into. 

President Duffy
· We need to look at this differential tuition proposal from the ground up.  We can work this proposal to reflect what the students need

Senator Stensland
· This is about education. Differential tuition was created so the campus could function
· We have to be educated on the kinds of pursuits of getting extra state dollars
· Student Center differential had to come from students because it is a student building, the academic building money can be lobbied for
· This is a point of information that must be considered


Senator Garfield
· There is not enough money to finish a complete renovation of Barstow.  There will be a few not remodeled rooms
· Can charge only science students for science differentials
· They perhaps can be recovered in lab fees, but they need to be covered

Vice Chancellor - Dean of Students Vicki Hajewski
· Want to correct information
· Student Union building was funded strictly through student fees
· Funding for the UW-System is a complicated matter
· Understand what pot different money can come from
· Tuition, fees, differential, is very specific.  
· Encourage us to compare our fees to the rest of the system


Senator Dean
· Where would people go for feedback or information on what is being renovated in Barstow?

Senator Garfield
· Speak to science department secretary first

Senator Dean
· How soon will be know about grant money?

Senator Garfield
· End of November

Senator Chang
· Dr. Balcer is also a good resource for that department
· Greatest reply was didn’t know where the money would be going towards
· If we were to present it, would like us to promote it more

Point of Information from Communication Director Farmakes
· There was a two week turn around to get information out
· There was a pamphlet distributed and available
· It was only a dollar amount, no information on where it was going. 

Interim Chancellor Markwood
· Isn’t sure the faculty can apply for building renovations
· Knows that they can apply for grants for lab money
· It is inadequate to fund a renovation. 

President Duffy
· Creating an ad hoc committee chaired by Senator Lindberg
· Feel free to join this week, the sign-up sheet will be in the Student Government Office
· This committee will be going through many processes to get more information on what students want and how much they are willing to pay for it. 
· Want to know what they want to pay for
· Encourage all members to talk to three classes in their departments about what students are thinking, within the next week.  Send the report to the President, Vice President, or Senator Lindberg
