President Duffy

Senator Borra
· Spoke to three classes
· The general overview is that we need to pay more money. $200-$350 is one of the acceptable figures.  Technology was a top need, and the Library online journal was a must, and maybe reduce books
· Science was an on-the-fence issue.  
· Faculty was on-the-fence as well, but agreed on reduced class sizes
· Career Services wasn’t an interest at that point, some wanted to increase or keep it as it was
· Financial Aid, absolutely no, unless it went to a work-study or student assist options

Speaker Zeman
· Main concerns were the online databases, and technology, similar results to Senator Borra

Senator Dean asks which classes Borra talked to
· Ear Training, Symphonic Band, and Orchestra
· Freshman and a mix of upperclassmen

Senator Stensland
· There is a consensus keeping Library and Career Services.  When it comes down to something we already pay, we should consider it our option of voting ourselves.  Concerned about adding computers to the new Academic Building, Swenson Hall
· Science wasn’t an issue that came up
· Spoke with some other Governance Bodies about direction of Differential Tuition.  Suggest that the ad hoc meeting, that has not met, should meet with a co-chair.  Senator Stensland volunteers to be the co-chair

Senator Chang
· Asks if there is a specific department that we’d be getting more faculty for?

President Duffy
· There is not any specific department, some were specified, but not necessarily limited to those 

Senator Stensland
· For those who didn’t have a lot of information, that is the truth of this undertaking.  Senator Stensland doesn’t think the big deal of things to worry about is Career Services and the Library.  It is important to separate that from anything in addition.  What we pay, then what we are willing to pay for in addition.  The goal of the ad hoc committee is to provide information and a proposal.  Reallocation of current differentials is on the table.  Will urge the committee that inflation is part of tuition.  %6 increases each year will be taken into consideration
