When designing the title section, use an essy to read font. Always have 3 contrast
between your text color and your background color, if you have 3 dark text color use 3
light background or for ight text color use 5 dark background. Gradients can be difficult
if one of the colors is ton dark or too ight. The ane in the sample goes from blackto s
dark gray so white text is usable. You could use a light yellow [or blue, pink, green, =tc.)
to white gradient with black text. Ask yourself if 3 viewer is standing a couple feet away
from your poster, will he or she be able toread it clearly?

Undess your topic calls fora specialty font, use another easy toread font. Color canbe
used, but 100 much can distract from what you are trying tosay. Again ask yourself if 3

Using Every Color on the Palette?

Because you want your poster to have a professional look, limit the number of colors as
well as the ones you select. Undess your topic calls for “wild” colors you should kesp
them subtie. Limit the number of colors to 2 or 3. Ifyoudon’t useone of the pre-made
color schemes, you could use some of the colors in the graphics, photos, graphs, or
charts in your psper.
